“We’re looking at live entertainment, especially blues and jazz, modest
prices and always-fresh food,” says Santos. “No Rag_ here.”

“l came here to visit friends on the Fourth of July five years ago,” recalls
Santos. “I found it lovely.

“1’d tried acting, but lost my passion for it. What | love is to entertain and
cook. I had run-a Cuban-style restaurant in Hollywood with my brother and
a catering business in Los Angeles.

“1 got thinking that Douglas would be a charmin% place for a restaurant.
After a deal for the former Chaps site fell through, we came up with this,” he
says.

Work lies ahead. Santos expects to complete the liquor-license transfer soon
and has hired Douglas-based Fenns Design Mill as building architect.

“We are planning an outdoor patio for themed brunches and celebrity
appearances,” says Santos. “We expect to have great entertainment.

“We are looking to make this a special experience,” he says.
